Not long ago, this group of ladies in 

Gingindlovu, Kwa-Zulu Natal was introduced to 

Disciple-Making Movements by another 

teammate and immediately they grasped the 

value of it and started making disciples in this 

way. 



Brother James and Erick are both Malawian disciple-makers affiliated with Disciples Go Ministries 

and both of them are seeing how disciple-makers are multiplying. 

Brother James have started Discovery Bible Study groups with people coming from a Muslim 

background.  Not only have these people become followers of Jesus, through this disciple-making 

process, the Lord has made them to also become fishers of men. 

As they themselves have established Discovery Bible Study groups with other people and are 

seeing these people now also doing the same. 

Disciple-makers being multiplied into the third generation, in other words a “Kingdom of Priests” is 

what we are witnessing!

In one of his Discovery Bible Study groups, Brother Erick have seen the Spirit of God working 

through the Word of God to renew the minds of the people in such a way, that they now live self-

sacrificial lives in order to serve their neighbours and their communities, all for the sake of 

advancing His Kingdom. 

All night prayer and fasting have become a custom in this group and the focus is not their own 

needs anymore, but the salvation of the lost!

This has led to the multiplication of disciple-makers as those they have discipled have become 

disciple-makers, in some places even going into the third generation of disciples, who makes disciples. 

One of them shared with us how in the past years, all the people in her street have become 

followers of Jesus.

“Discovery Bible Study has become our lifestyle” another one mentioned. 

And the Lord is using it to transform people’s lives and communities.
