Where we so clearly see what
the reason for this is. It is not
that people in the West don’t
hear the word, the problem is
the state of the hearts with
which it is received.

Our hearts generally being so
filled either with fear or with
the cares of this world, the
deceitfulness of riches or the
desires for other things, that it
makes us fall away immediately
or chokes the word and it
becomes unfruitful This is the
reality of most of the people in
our Bible-believing Churches

otherwise we would have seen
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much more of the “thirtyfold
and sixtyfold and a
hundredfold” that characterizes
a “good-soil” heart (Mark 4:20).

This is the message that God
sent brother Ed to deliver to us
here in South-Africa. A timely
message of renewal and how it
is first needed in the Church,
before revival can take place in
the culture. It is a message that
has been well received in so
many places, as we've been
travelling with brother Ed to
various groups and
congregations who have been
willing to receive him and his
message in Gauteng and across
it’s borders.

We trust that a wide spread
renewal will take place among
God'’s people and that it will give
us the opportunity to train up
more of his people, so that He
will have more labourers to send
out into His harvest!
